Knowledge, skill, and experience equivalent to graduate level or senior-level under  

grad u ate standing with courses in criminal justice, criminology, law, research 

methods, statistics, public policy, or related areas. Strong oral and written 

communication skills. Experience using Microsoft Office software., statistical software 

(SPSS, R), Qualtrics, and NVivo experience a plus. If accepted, interns must offer proof 

of completion of the CITI Social-Behavioral-Educational (SBE) Basic Course on the 

protection of human subjects of research (paid by their school or intern). 

QUAL I F I CA T IONS

Email a cover letter, resume, a short writing sample (up to 5 pages), a copy of your 

most recent school transcript (official transcripts not required), and an 

academic/professional reference letter to the Internship Coordinator. In the 

coverletter please rank your interests (1-3) in the following research areas Victim 

Studies, Criminal Justice Studies, Criminal Justice Data Science. Once application 

materials are received, an interview will be scheduled. A criminal background check is 

required. 

Internships are a minimum of  15 hours per week and a 2-month commitment. 

Internships can be taken for academic course credit or for experience. Days and hours 

are flexible.

Placement in a Center will depend on intern's background and interests, as well as 

need and capacity.  Interns are assigned a supervisor and work on multiple projects 

and tasks. Interns contributing to written work will be recognized as co-authors.
