RESPONSE TO APPLICANT QUESTIONS

(Updated 5/29/2020)
General Questions 

1. Is this NOFO is connected to the previous ICJIA TRC NOFO, # 2232-1253, and only meant for grantees of the previous TRC NOFO?

A: This is a new opportunity and is open to any who meet the eligibility criteria, including those who were funded under the previous ICJIA TRC NOFO, # 2232-1253.

2. Q: What is the period of performance for this grant?
A: The initial period of performance will begin when a grant agreement is executed, but not before August 1, 2020. The period of performance ends on June 30, 2021, which is the end of the state’s fiscal year. 
3. Q: If we have additional documents that are not required that have been developed for the grant, e.g. workflows, can we submit them with the application documents? 
A: You are encouraged to only submit the required documents.  Any other documents will not be reviewed during the merit-based review process. 

4. Q: The webpage;  NOFO page 1, 2, and 35 indicate the NOFO is due at 11:59 p.m., June 7, 2020.  Page 26 indicates 11:59 p.m., June 5, 2020; which is the submittal date.
A: The submittal time/date is 11:59 p.m., June 7, 2020.
Eligibility Questions
1. Q: Can entities other than hospitals operate a Trauma Recovery Center?

A: Trauma Recovery Centers are intended to be community-based and can be administered by a community-based non-profit organization or by a hospital. If an organization other than a public or non-profit hospital with a Level I or Level II Trauma Center designation is to be the applicant, it must demonstrate a partnership with a hospital. (See Page 19 of the NOFO for eligibility criteria and partnership requirements.)
2. Q: The NOFO states “Public or non-profit hospital that provides trauma care to more than 500 Illinois residents annually” (page 19); what type of patients count toward the 500?
A: Any resident receiving trauma care (care for a major, life-threatening, traumatic injury, including causes that are accidents—falls, industrial accidents, blunt trauma—as well as crimes like gun violence or battery) would count toward the 500. It is not intended that illness-related emergency department cases be counted toward that number. The intention is to ensure that the applicant has sufficient volume to justify a Trauma Recovery Center.
3. Q: The NOFO allows for “a community-based non-profit agency” (page 19) to be an eligible applicant when partnered with an eligible hospital. What is meant by “community-based”?
A: ICJIA is using a federal government definition of “community-based organization.” United States Code 20 U.S.C § 7801(6) defines this term as “a public or private nonprofit organization of demonstrated effectiveness that (A) is representative of a community or significant segments of a community; and (B) provides [needed] services to individuals in the community.”
Program Requirements Questions
1. Q: The NOFO refers to “assessment tools” and “protocols”; are drafts of these available to applicants?
A: The UC San Francisco Trauma Recovery Center Manual provides insight into various assessment tools and protocols that are used in the TRC model. Projects that are recommended for funding will use the initial period of performance to develop clear protocols for all aspects of the program and will adopt appropriate assessment tools that support the treatment process. Those documents will be reviewed by ICJIA during the last month of the period of performance.

1. Q: Can funds from this grant be used to conduct research on the program?
A: Research funding is not an allowable expense.
